CLOSE-OUT FACT SHEET

In 2009, the Colonia Esperanza water distribution system
reached approximately 50 percent of the population, the
remaining 50 percent of the population received drinking
water by one of three ways: 1) Trough non-compliant
connections to the existing water distribution system; 2)
hauling by water trucks; 3) via community tap. All three
methods presented potential health risks to the inhabitants
utilizing these sources.
At certification time, the water system had several
deficiencies like: insufficient pressure in water distribution
lines due to lack of appropriate storage, looping, and water
loss.
